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Conclusion and Findings:

By analyzing selected numbers and data collected by the researcher and issued by
official and unofficial departmentsand institutions, the researcher found that domestic
terrorism has represented a real challenge and threat to the state and American citizens
in the last two decades. Theresearcher also foundthrough numbers and data that the
extremeright-wing is thewing that represents the first terrorist threat to the United
States of America. Furthermore, both white extremists and anti-government extremists
are the most dangerous, threatening, and active movements within the far-right, to
which most attacks and events in the United States of America in the period (2003-
2020) are attributed. What confirms the seriousness of domestic terrorism is the
massive amount of US strategies and policies that have been put in place in recent
years to combat this terrorism at all levels, whether at the state or federal level.
The most important conclusions reached by the researcher:

1. Individual and small groups of ideologically motivated posed the most likely
terrorist threat to America, with domestic extremists posing the most persistent and
deadly threat.

2. The Department of Justice, the Department of Homeland Security, the FBI, and
state and local law enforcement agencies (at the federal and state levels) have
expressed concern about domestic terrorism, mainly the far-right, as the number of
right-wing terrorist attacks is more comparing with jihadist attacks.

3. The far-right in the United States of Americawitnessed an unprecedented rise under
the administration of outgoing President Donald Trump, whoseelection in 2016 was a
direct result of expandingthe far-right’sinfluence and an incentive to strengthen its
role constantly.

4. Some extremists in the United States of America benefited from the increasing
social and political tensions since 2019 due to the US presidential elections, the
Coronaepidemic crisis, the killing of George Floyd and the accompanying protests, or
what is known as (Black Lives Matter), this type of tensions led to an increase in the
threat environment and the mobilization of some Individuals subjected to targeted
violence or extremism in the USA.

5. .White supremacists and anti-government extremists on the right are the most
significant domesticterrorist threat facing the USA. Theysought to exploit concerns
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about issues of social injustice to incite violence and exploit peaceful protest
movements.

In general, it can be said that the main terrorist threat to the United States of America
is represented by domestic terrorism, which emanates from local extremists led by the
extremeright, represented by the two most essential currents within it, namely white
extremists, and anti-government extremists, with the relative decline of the
international terrorist threat after the events of September 11, 2001.
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
