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Abstract: The relationship between authorities in Iraq has witnessed
significant overlap and intertwining of roles, causing confusion and
weakening the political process. This led to various political and
economic crises. The consociational democracy and its mechanisms
were adopted to prevent the exclusion of others, yet they faced
challenges that reflected on Iragi society and its political system,
hindering its effectiveness. Consequently, the presidential system was
proposed as a solution to the crisis and to achieve political stability but
encountered obstacles hindering its implementation. Although the
presidential system represents a successful governance model in
countries with mature democratic experiences characterized by high
levels of maturity and political awareness, its success depends on the
availability of its prerequisites and environment. Success cannot be
guaranteed for any political system if its requirements and environment
are lacking. The parliamentary system, capable of representing the
diverse and conflicting interests of society, is deemed more appropriate
for such societies, facilitating the reconciliation of interests and
resolving conflicts in a proper manner.The Iragi political system
remains conducive to work and stability, and the solution lies not in
changing it but in addressing its internal issues. This includes amending
constitutional provisions that disrupt the balance of power, avoiding
unconstitutional methods in governance and opposition roles, and
creating a new electoral system that ensures broad representation of the
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people. Building trust between political and social forces will strengthen
societal bonds, leading to the achievement of citizenship and national
unity. These are essential components for success, supporting political
and social stability, and revitalizing the existing system to serve the

desired objectives.
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Conclusion:
The parliamentary system represents the most suitable model of governance and

the system best suited for managing diverse societies. In order for the parliamentary
system to be effective, there needs to be a strong elected representative parliament
that encompasses all diversities within the society. Iraq, being among the diverse
societies, finds the parliamentary system most appropriate for it. Transitioning to a
presidential system in Iraq is extremely challenging due to factors hindering its
implementation. The success of any system depends on the availability of its
prerequisites, environment, and components. This explains its incompatibility with
the political, social, and cultural realities. Diagnosing the problems of the existing
political system, evaluating them, addressing the areas of dysfunction, and aligning
it with the political, social, economic, and cultural realities, while resolving
contradictions and intersections, and adhering to sound and proper rules and
procedures of any political system, is essential for sustaining its existence and
achieving desired objectives. This, in turn, requires genuine political will.

Results:

1-The problem lies not in the form of the adopted political system but in the
distorted formulation of some constitutional articles, which have undermined one
of the pillars of the political system, and in the essence of power built on consensus
and quota.

2- The presidential system is among the most widespread and modern systems, but
that does not necessarily mean it is the best, as embodying democratic values is no
longer tied to the type of system adopted.

3-The presidential system cannot be implemented without political majority and
mature, firmly democratic constitutional institutions.
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
