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Conclusion:
According to the above, it is noted that the political system has witnessed a major

transformation in its specializations and political institutions and everything related
to developing governance and sending it on solid foundations over the past four
decades since Sultan Qaboos assumed power and even after his death.

Despite the developments witnessed by the Sultanate, there
Is an aspect of negatives that began to appear on the surface. Oman experienced a

state of crisis. The political revolution culminated in the demonstrations of February
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2011, as despite the appearances of modernity created by Sultan Qaboos, the Omanis
were able to break the barrier of fear and take to the streets with popular protests,
demanding the improvement of their living conditions.

Reform is necessary for the Sultanate of Oman internally and is reflected externally
through its relationship with the Gulf Cooperation Council countries first, as it is
part of the Gulf system. It has also always played a pivotal role, especially in the
negotiations that took place between Iran and the P5+1 countries, permanent
members of the Security Council and Germany. In addition to this, it has taken The
Sultanate has different positions than the Gulf states, based on its independence from
