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Conclusions:

The most important findings of the research are as follows:
1. The blending of the Islamic phenomenon in Europe with security concerns
explains the persistent interest of researchers, scientific institutions, and European
statistics centers in the behaviors, thought processes, mental approaches, and
lifestyle patterns adopted by Muslim communities in Europe and the world.
2. Studies related to the phenomenon of religious rigidity among the Islamic
diaspora in Europe have focused extensively on the extremist structure while
neglecting the system of upbringing and birth that governs and reinforces that
structure.
3. Extremism s an ideology in itself, as it is based on a value system that revolves
around obedience, submission, blind loyalty, and the refusal to discuss its beliefs as
absolute certainties.
4. There are specific dynamics that critically contribute to an individual's shift from
moderation to extremism, particularly duringa crisis of identity such as an identity
Crisis.
5. The trinity of modernity, globalization, and secularism has deepened the identity
crisisamong Muslims in Europe. Some have become more receptive to the rhetoric
of ideologically rigid groups andreligious extremism. The cultural fragmentation
burdening the conscience of Islamic diasporain the Westand the feeling of being
overwhelmed by the dominance of materialism has driven many to embrace
religion and rediscoverthemselvesthrough the religious gateway. This point has
been exploited by extremist groups to recruit followersand manipulate vulnerable
Muslims both outside and within Europe.
6. Similar causes inevitably lead to similarresults. In other words, the international
community should expect another storm of extremism, fanaticism, and violent
activism within Muslim community societies in Europe whenever a new wound is
opened in the Muslim world. Theevidence of the Iragi, Syrian, Afghan, Chechen,
Bosnian tragedies, and others proves with conclusive evidence the deep-rooted
principle of reaction or challenge/response between the source (Islamic tragedy)
and the recipient (diaspora members).
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
