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Abstract: The origins of the political thought of the neo-conservative

movement stem from non-American European references, and non-
Christian Jewish theological beliefs, especially the ideas of Leo
Strauss, the German Jewish thinker, and Leo Trotsky, the Russian
Jewish thinker who formulated the idea of the neo-conservative
movement with this conclusion that drew its horizons to the world,
especially the Middle East from In order to achieve the greatness of
the American Empire, its hegemony and its sovereignty over the
whole world, and because the theological references of the movement
are of Jewish fundamentalism (Strauss and Trotsky), this opened the
door of ideological affiliation to the movement in front of the Jews of
America and Europe. Andthen, in a geopolitical way, it affected the
Middle East, where securing the existence of (the Zionist entity) / “the
State of Israel” required that intervention in the affairs of the
countries of the Arab region as neighbors of the Zionist entity, and
demanded a just solution to the Palestinian issue, and this influence is
one of the most prominent pillars and foundations of the political
thought of the neo-conservative movement In the USA and the world.
It seems that the influence of the revolutionary Trotskyite philosophy
IS more evident in neo-conservative thought than the influence of
Straussian philosophy, although this reference was not explicitly
declared in the literature of American political thought or political

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Conclusion:

Despite the global rise of the neo—conservative movement and its place in
world politics, this rise is the result of the cohesion of hybrid political ideas
(theological and ideological) from the ideas of Leo Strauss and Leo Trotsky, who
belong to one theological reference (Judaism), with their ideological opposition,
the first is a German liberal, the second is a communist Russian, that theological
convergence and ideological dissonance achieved the neo—conservative thought
formula that reinforced the idea of the dominance of (Jewish) theology over
American political activity in the Arab region surrounding the state of the "Zionist
entity".

The political and theological thought of the neo—conservatives was characterized
in its general framework by two references that established the origins of the
current from which many of its values and political proposals were inspired at the
level of foreign relations policy and dealing with the other, looking at other

countries, and dealing with the global system from a geo—political perspective.
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This thought can be placed between Two theories, namely Struism and
Trotskyism.

As the Western European propositions: Structure and Trotskyism, remained
committed to steadfastness in conservatism and did not leave the spirit of neo—
conservative philosophy and thought, in the light of which the United States of
America circulated its view and way of dealing with the world, especially after the
second Gulf crisis and the end of the Cold War, by changing the global system
from bipolar to unipolar with uniqueness. United States of America.

This American tendency remained loyal to European thought despite the
dominance of the student over the professor, the hegemony of the United States
of America and the shift of Western centralism in its favour, and the change of
international hierarchy and American exclusivity and exceptionalism.
Hence, it can be said that the influence of Russian Jewish thought (Trotskyists)
was more intense and philosophically deep in neo—conservative thought than the
influence of German Jewish thought (Straussian), which made the neo-
conservative current more right-wing and extreme than left—-wing, bypassing
Terzetsky’s socialism here, in favor of Straussian liberalism With an emphasis on
the revolutionary socialism that was framed by a Zionist framework allied with
Protestantism, which employed or created a philosophical hybrid of Trotsky’s
philosophy with Strauss in favor of the right, which is today the incubator of the
Zionist entity in the Arab region, which received a sufficient share of the
experiences of the neo—conservative movement in translating ideas into realistic
values Under the so—-called American pragmatism or instrumentalism.
First; results:

1 _ The neo—conservative movement cannot be understood unless the ideas of
Leo Trotsky are taken into consideration versus those of Leo Strauss. Perhaps

Trotskyism appears to be more influential in neo—conservatism if we look at the
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permanent revolution for stability, which is the mainstay of American thought in
the Middle East and the world.

2 Itis possible to extract a summary of contemporary American thought as a

homogeneous mixture of European inputs, where the German influence (Strauss)
and the Russian influence (Trotsky) are the ones who drew the thought and
policy of the United States of America, and perhaps they were the reason for its
rise and supremacy to reach global centralism and unipolarity.
3 The Russian-Ukrainian crisis casts a shadow over the position of the neo—
conservatives, who are pushing them to intervene cautiously in favor of Ukraine;
Because of the background of the Stalinist—Trotskyist ideological hostility with a
hidden goal, which is to cut the nails of Russia in the Middle East and geo-
strategic areas.

4 The radical tendency of the neo—conservatives is one of the pillars of the
strength of the United States of America in the global race and control over the
sources of wealth in many parts of the world. Without the influence of violence
and force, America would not have been unique in unipolarity as it is now.

5_ The neo—conservative thought appears to be a homogeneous hybrid and a
mixture of contrasting and contradictory ideas, as it combined German capitalist
liberalism in Strauss’ proposals with Russian socialism in Trotsky’s proposals,
which made American thought a contradictory thought, practicing an international
policy based on intimidation and not on sympathy and peace and the search for
allies in peaceful ways.

6_ The influence of the revolutionary Trotskyite philosophy seems more clear in
neo—conservative thought than the influence of Straussian philosophy, and this
was not explicitly announced in the literature of American political thought, or
political thought critical of neo—conservative thought , which is what we have

seen as new in this study, especially if we look The origins of the Zionist
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movement in its early days with "Leo Pinsker’, "Theodor Herzl", "Vladimir — Raif
Jabotinsky" who write down the most socialist Zionist heirs benefited from the
exploitation and employment of Trotsky's socialist ideas to a greater extent than
Strauss, they presented the socialist system over the liberal in formulating the
idea of the movement Zionism.

7 _ In the forward—-looking vision of the future of the neo—conservative trend in the
Middle East, this current may push for more support for the state of the "Zionist
entity" while putting pressure on the Arab regimes for full, comprehensive and
unconditional normalization (which was explained by the details of the scenarios
of the deal of the century), through the fabrication of an enemy of the Arabs. Like
Iran and Turkey, it aims to push the Arab countries to unconditionally fall into the
incubator of the United States and accept full normalization, but this normalization
will push the Arab street to more discontent and challenge the ruling Arab political
regimes, which creates sedition and local / internal divisions and this is what the
neo—conservative philosophy wants to secure its state in Middle East (Zionist
entity).

Second: Recommendations

The study recommends the need to study American political thought instead of
focusing on studying European, or Arab and Islamic political thought, because of
the importance of American political ideas in controlling international policies,
despite the Arab and Islamic nature in the Middle East, which may have Arab and
Islamic influence, but the influence The American one is the most effective, and
this influence is a product of the political ideas that supported America’s policy in
the region and the world. The study recommends focusing more attention on the
study of Jewish and Zionist political thought as the vessel that formed American
political thought, especially the neo—conservative trend with its theological and

ideological references.
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
