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Abstract: In this research, the impact of the type of gains on
international cooperative interactions, especially in the face of climate
challenges, was explored. It was found that relative gains play a
crucial role in guiding a state's behavior regarding international
environmental agreements. This analysis reflects important lessons
for shaping policies and international efforts in the same field.

When states expect relative gains that outweigh the expected losses
from cooperation, they are more inclined to commit to agreements
and engage positively with international partners (New Realism). In
contrast, when expected losses exceed gains, international
cooperation becomes less likely and can lead to avoiding
commitments or even withdrawal. This is evident in the case study of
the United States' withdrawal from the Kyoto Protocol and the Paris
Agreement.

On the other hand, the New Liberalism emphasizes the importance of
addressing issues of cheating and non-compliance as a means to
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enhance cooperation among states through the exchange of data and
information, rather than focusing on the type of gains. These efforts
can positively impact collective efforts, mutual understanding, and
optimal outcomes.

This theoretical discussion and debates contributes to

understanding the motivations and behavior of states in international
relations. New Realism focuses on relative power and its role in
promoting national interests, guiding state behavior. Conversely, New
Liberalism highlights the positive dimensions of international

cooperation, common values, and ethics in shaping state behavior.
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Conclusion:

In conclusion, the case study on “Type of gains and their impact on
international cooperative interactions” can be summarized and concluded as
follows: The study showed that the type of gains plays a crucial role in determining
the extent to which international units are willing to cooperate. Both types of gains
have been shown to play an important role in the complexity of international
cooperative interactions. The study indicated that attention to the problem of gains
and losses associated with international cooperative interactions could be an
obstacle or a catalyst for these activities. When gains are greater than potential
losses, the probability of cooperation increases (neo-realism). As for neo-
liberalism, the success of cooperative interactions depends on the extent to which
appropriate conditions are provided that lead to overcoming (realistic) fears,
leading to a decline in fears about relative gains and the search for absolutes.
Hence, the success of international cooperative interactions depends on a good
understanding of the type of gains associated with the issue and how the potential
gains and losses can be balanced. It requires additional efforts to address divergent
preferences and ensure adherence to international agreements in order to combat
global challenges such as climate challenges or any other international issue.
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
