At the same time, many countries and countries have sought
international organizations to focus on issues that are at the core of
important positions such as environmental securitization and
environmental terrorism resulting from abnormal behaviours of
environmental defenders who have created wrong practices in
defending the environment, which constitutes an opposite proposition
in environmental security.
