—on the other hand, liberalism has taken another path contrary to the role of
the new actors and considers them entities of great importance in international
politics, it has a role that might be equal to the state, and the supporters of liberalism
confirm that the world is connected with a web of multiple relations and that makes
the entities active in international relations In addition to the states that work in a
complicated environment of Alliances, and relationships, the transnational growth
of these webs is the way to make progress and major strategies away from the
narrow interests of countries.

—Researchers and academics have argued if there is an exact definition for
international actors, some see the possibility of defining them by the nature of their
formation or their legal positions, while others see the necessity of defining them
based on determinants of actor behavior and his range of effectiveness in the
system of international relations, others focus on the non—state actor's transnational
and their ability to make a change in the country politics.

—the intellectuals and analytics depended on the theory of social role
considering that the particle theory can explain the role of the actor in international
relations focus on three variables; role sources, role perception, and role
performance.

—some studies revealed the role of identity or interest as a definer of the
behavior of violent actors through a range of variables the most important of them
are, the organizational characteristics of the actor, the type and politics of the actor,
and the level of the international system stability.

— There was a controversy between the supporters of positivist theories and
Post—positivist theory which represent two different directions in international
relations, they demonstrate two completely different styles of theorizing, which
makes the constructive direction school occupy a middle place between them, the

supporters of this school see that it is necessary to the reconstruction of norms and
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standards because they play a fundamental role in guiding and determining the
behavior of international actors.

lastly, we can say that the Theorizing crisis which is related to the division and
the sharp contrast between perspectives and directions doesn't mean the end of
attemptsbut it may lead to a process of intellectual creativity to find epistemological

and analytical explanations for the field of international relations and it's issued.
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
